After his death
during an unsuccessful revolt against the English, in 942, his sons were expelled, and authority passed to his cousin, Hywel Dda. Though two of these sons, lago and leuaf
were in time restored, his blood was transmitted to the principal dynasty of medieval Gwynedd through a younger son, Meurig.
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
